Creative Composites and Collages in Photoshop/ Elements

Learn Principles of Design and Apply Them to Designing Photo Composites and 
Collages 
 
Whether designing a business card, brochure, wedding album page, senior shoot 
composite, scrapbook page or greeting card, you need to know some basic design 
principles and Photoshop techniques. By definition a composite is placing together and 
uniting different things or parts to produce a harmonious whole. The key word is 
harmonious.  
 
In this workshop I will be teaching how to create a photo composite starting from a 
blank page, discussing the principles of design, how to select the correct photos, layout 
styles, special effects (like drop shadows and blending layers) and fonts. I will show 
examples of good and bad design.

Photoshop Tip of the Month  
Creating a Straight/Smooth Line  

When using the brush tool in Photoshop or Photoshop Elements Ð to get a straight 
smooth line Ð use the shift key .  
 

Click on the brush tool and select your brush size.  Then click your mouse where you 
want the line to begin and release the mouse. Move your cursor to where you want to 
end your line, HOLD THE SHIFT KEY and then click on your mouse.  You now have a 
perfectly straight line.   
 

If you want a line without rounded edges, just change your brush to a square brush .
